Travelling on the A1033 heading towards Hull, as you come out of the village of Thorngumbald just after
the cemetery on the right-hand side, the Show field in on the right with the entrance just after the '40
miles per-hour’ speed sign.

Working Hunter Classes involve jumping a short course of rustic fences, followed by a short show to include a walk, trot and
canter on each rein and possibly a gallop. Judging is based on style, way of going and conformation.

Working Hunter Clear Round — jump a course of fences at a height to suit you. Have a chat with the stewards to find out what
a Working Hunter Class is all about. Rosettes to all clear rounds. £4 per round — pay at the ring
